	The investment game, Market Class, is an online investment game, designed by market professionals to introduce students to the effect of trading decisions and strategies on the behaviour of the financial markets, and the valuation of financial instruments. 

Using this game, and supporting it with group sessions, the aim of this unit is to support the MN30380 Financial markets unit (which is a co-requisite for this option). Specifically, the unit will develop students’ understanding of investment and portfolio decisions,  valuation of securities, and the effect of trading decisions on the behaviour of the financial markets. Furthermore, the unit will enable to students to consider the implications for efficient markets and behavioural finance.
